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In exchange for hosting the exhibition, the Swiss museum paid five
million Swiss francs to help finance the construction of a new
archaeological museum in Cairo, and is now looking for other
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“Since we need more funds, we haven’t ruled out presenting the
Basel exhibition in other major cities and negotiations are under
way,” he said.

Tutankhamun’s tomb was unearthed by British archaeologists in
1922 and the death of one of them, Lord Carnavon, about a year
later, revived the legend of the mummy’s curse.

The tomb of the pharaoh, who died at the age of 25, yielded one
of the highlights of the exhibition, a glistening miniature gold
sarcophagus covered with lapis lazuli and precious stones.

A full-size, 2.18 metre (7.2 foot), gilded wooden sarcophagus from
the tomb of Yuya and Tuyu, the parents-in-law of pharaoh
Amenophis IlI, will also be on show outside Egypt for the first time.

Visitors to the show, which spans a 258 year period of ancient
Egypt’'s 18th dynasty - 1550 BC to 1292 BC - will end their visit in
a copy of King Tut’s mortuary chamber, the only part of his tomb
which was decorated with frescoes.

The exhibition has been laid out in the museum’s basement, which
can only be reached through narrow corridors guarded by giant
jackal-headed statues of the god of death, Anubis.

Suzanne Mubarak, the wife of Egypt’'s president, was due to
officially inaugurate the exhibition on Tuesday, before it is opened
to the public the next day.

“We have already sold 50,000 tickets over the Internet, that’s about
ten percent of the number of visitors we are expecting,” Blome
said.

There is a daily quota of tickets and museum officials warned of
long queues at the exhibition, which will close on October 3.
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
